Get to know your FOGO
Your bin services are changing. 
From 1 July 2026, food scraps can go into 
your green-lidded bin. After collection, 
they’ll be transformed into high-quality 
compost for farms, parks and gardens at 
a facility in Morwell. 
This change is part of the Victorian 
Government’s goal to standardise waste 
and recycling services across the state, 
including the introduction of FOGO (Food 
Organics Garden Organics). This means 
that no matter where you are in Victoria, 
the bin service will be the same. Plus, 
more resources will be recycled and less 
waste will go into landfill.
To support the transition, Council will 
provide residents with a kitchen caddy, 
compostable liners and educational 
material. These items will be delivered 
to all serviced properties during May 
and June. Serviced properties that don’t 
currently have a green-lidded bin will be 
provided with one during this period.
From 1 July, your green-lidded FOGO bin 

Seven key locations across South Gippsland have 
been selected for road safety upgrades that will 
make travel safer for pedestrians and motorists.

and Streets will be collected weekly and your red-

lidded general waste bin will move to 
fortnightly collection. Your yellow-lidded 
recycling bin will continue to be collected 
fortnightly.
After 1 July, start sorting your waste into 
the following categories:
Green-lidded bin
•	 FOGO - Most food, organic or garden 

waste.
Yellow-lidded bin
•	 Mixed recyclying - things like 

recyclable plastics, cardboard, glass 
bottles, aluminium cans.

Red-lidded bin
•	 General waste - things like nappies, 

dog poo, kitty litter, soft plastic, broken 
ceramics. 

These changes will apply to all properties 
receiving a Council-provided kerbside 
collection service.
