The township of Nyora was procalmed in 
1886. 

Nyora station became a junction stop 
to change trains to the Bass Valley dairy 
towns in 1910. 

A larger proportion of people in Nyora 
provided unpaid care for children other 
than in South Gippsland. 

A larger proportion of people provided 
unpaid assistance to people with a dis-
ability, reflecting the larger proportion of 
people in the Nyora population needing 
assistance due to disability.
