Only 18 people are reported to have 
moved to Sandy Point, the dates of 
these migrations were between the 
years 1956 and 1985.

Most people moving to Sandy Point 
in the past 5 years came from 
other parts of Victoria, including Casey,                 
Frankston, Mornington Peninsula and                 
Yarra Ranges.

There are only 1.5 percent of the        
population of Sandy Point needing help 
in their day to day lives due to disability, 
these people are all in the age group of 
85 years and over. 

12.5 percent of the population provide 
unpaid assistance to a person with a 
disability.
